The Final Draft of Your Wonderful Plays

You should all receive awards for writing a play in three weeks! 1 am so proud of the work you have
done. The first draft of your plays are creative and interesting. Now it is time to clean them up and
create a final product that is ready to be performed.

1. Get into groups of four.

First, read your play aloud from start to finish with different people reading the different
parts. As they ate reading, the playwright should just listen and take notes on his/her own
copy as s/he listens.

3. When the actors are finished, they should give the playwright feedback, beginning with
“warm” and ending with “cool”. The playwright should take notes while listening and keep
this feedback into consideration when s/he revising the play. I will collect these notes (see
form on back) and use them to determine your “revisions” grade for your final play.

All final plays are due on Tuesday, October 14t. The final plays will be graded based on the
following rubric. While many of you wrote wonderful plays that use very gritty and realistic dialogue,
keep in mind your audience when editing. Plays need to be appropriate for school. If you have any
questions about what this means, ask me! On Tuesday, the top 8 plays will be chosen to be produced.
The playwrights of the chosen plays will then become directors and the rest of you will become
actors, set and props designers, costume designers or lighting technicians. Final performances will be
open to the public and will be held here at HTHI on the evening of Tuesday, October 28, Break
a leg!
